livestock in commerce for his own account.

On or about the dates and in the transactions set forth in Appendix A, Respondent
purchased livestock in commerce and failed to pay, when due, the full purchase price of
such livestock.

By reason of the facts alleged in paragraph II, Respondent has willfully violated
sections 312(a) and 409 of the Act (7 U.S.C. §§ 213(a) and § 228b).

~ admission of all the material allegations of this Complaint.

to cease and desist from violating the Act with respect to the matters alleged herein, and

assessing such penalties as are authorized by the Act and warranted under the

circumstances.
